Based at Plumber Manor, a delightful country hotel near Sturminster Newton, the weekend will kick off on Friday evening with dinner at the hotel and will end on Sunday after a finger buffet lunch at Bovington Tank Museum. There is an optional stay of a third night (Sunday) for visits on the Monday.

On Saturday, there will be a tour of Dorset’s wonderfully rural countryside, loved by Thomas Hardy. The journey will embrace Bulbarrow Hill, through the attractive Piddle Valley to Tolpuddle, the village which gave its name to the Martyrs. There will be a visit to Athelhampton, a stunning 15th century manor house. The journey will then skirt Dorchester and take cars down to Abbotsbury, site of the famous Swannery, and then along the Jurassic Coast to West Bay, Bridport for a fish lunch.

Lyme Regis
The return journey will take members’ cars slightly further west to Lyme Regis and then back through West Dorset, near the iron age settlement on Eggardon Hill, through Poundbury (the Prince of Wales’ model village on the western edge of Dorchester) and the ancient village of Cerne Abbas, the home of the Cerne Giant, then back to Plumber Manor at Sturminster Newton for dinner.
