Minutes

1. The minutes of the previous meeting held on 22 April 2014 were approved.

2. The following events were confirmed, or had been previously notified, for 2014

6. Brian Fidler reported that the Club’s finances were sound.

7. Some members had not yet renewed their subscriptions and Brian would be issuing reminders.
