	Purpose

The Resolutions


	The Chairman opened the meeting with an explanation of why the Committee had decided it was necessary to change the Companies constitution to make it unnecessary for the club’s accounts to be subjected to a full audit. This was not a legal requirement and Members had expressed the view at the 2006 Annual general meeting that they felt that this was an unnecessary expense. The Committee agreed with this and proposed instead that the Treasurer should produce the accounts and then submit them to a firm of Accountants for review and subsequent filing with Companies House.

That the company do dispense with the appointment of Auditors to the company and the obtaining of an annual Auditors Report.
